- COST Good Practice requires the candidate to contact the Action Chair – or the Main Proposer for Actions that have not yet started – to receive their approval. 
- Please contact the Action Chair and the Estonian COST coordinator (CNC) at the same time, so that both parties have the same information. If one MC member has already been appointed from Estonia, he/she should also be contacted.
